Comparing Water Use and Pollution in Industrialized and Developing Countries 

There are great differences in the way water is used in the industrialized areas of the world compared to the developing regions. In the industrialized world, money is available to support the technology to provide inexpensive, safe domestic water supplies and to treat wastewater. However, even industrialized countries have difficulty with nonpoint sources of pollution, such as fertilizer runoff, and must deal with damage caused by past practices. The tables summarize general differences in water use and pollution control in industrialized and developing regions of the world. 
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
