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Players: two
Materials: 2 metersticks, 12 index cards, scissors

• Working alone, each player secretly measures 
the length, width, or depth of six objects in 
the classroom and records them on a piece 
of paper. The measures may be in millimeters,
centimeters, or meters. This will serve as the
answer sheet at the end of the game.

• Each player takes 6 index cards and cuts them in
half, making 12 cards.

• For each object, the measurement is recorded 
on one card. A description of what was measured 
is recorded on another card. Make sure each 
measurement is different.

• Each player shuffles his or her cards.

• Keeping the cards facedown, players exchange cards.

• At the same time, players turn over all the cards given to them.

• Each player attempts to match each object with its measure.

• Who Wins? The person with more correct matches after
5 minutes is the winner.
