Additional Safety Concerns:

· The teacher should pre-evaluate the site for environmental hazards and to determine student safe areas.

· If performed off school grounds, appropriate supervision must be provided.

· For off school activities, the teacher should have a communications device (cell phone, radio), an appropriate first-aid kit, and other safety equipment as warranted by the environment.

Additional Analysis Question:

· How would your observations change if the survey was conducted at different times of the year?

Miscellaneous:

· Students might be able to find a website that can help them with identifying local birds.

· If no, or not enough, field guides are available, students should record descriptions of the birds they observe so they can research and identify the birds at a later time.

· The teacher might want to review with students birds commonly found in their area. This will allow the students to quickly identify birds they observe.

· Teachers could conduct this lab at different times of the year and compare the results.

· Students could construct a few types of graphs (number of birds by species, number of species observed at different types of habitats, etc.)
