3. The article predicts that 18.9 million newwage and salary jobs will be created
between 2004 and 2014. How many of these jobs are expected to be in service-
providing industries, rather than goods-producing industries?

4. Chart 4 shows the predicted growth in various service-providing industry divisions.
Which of these “supersectors” is expected to grow the fastest between 2004 and
2014?

5. While the manufacturing sector overall is projected to decline by 5.4 percent through
2014, pharmaceutical and medicine manufacturing is expected to grow by 23.2
percent during this same period. Why?

6. Chart 7 shows the 20 fastest-growing occupations in the United States. Into what two
broad categories do most of these occupations fall?
